Pleasure in this map of Jane Eyre follows the narrative line. At each age bracket Jane's 
pleasure emerges in relation to the interpersonal environment--she begins with a transitional 
object (D.W. Winnicott) and culminates with a child; and the range of Pleasure is wide and 
deep. The map is worth a paper, but here I'll point to #17-28.  One point is that the lexical 
item, Pleasure, seems to be a mark needed to define an ever shifting tension. Second point 
is that beginning with #17 there is a micro-narrative--Jane leaves to run an errand on a 
moonlit evening and here she decreases her pace so she can enjoy thinking about "the 
species of pleasure brooding for me in the hour and situation."  The pleasure will show up in 
the form of Rochester. And, again, some days or weeks later, Rochester begins his seduction 
fairly directly. In #19 Jane talks about her "keenest pleasure". Rochester reminds her that her 
"pleasures...have been few"--to say, not sexual.  
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
